General Information 
· The bridal party may dress in the Fireside 

Lounge (not air-conditioned) 
· Food and non-alcoholic beverages are allowed 
· The groom’s party may dress in a location des-

ignated by the wedding coordinator 
· The bride and groom are to designate someone 

to take personal belongings and all decorations 
out of the church 

· Smoking and alcoholic beverages are NOT 
permitted in the church or on church grounds 

· The use of rice is NOT permitted. Alternatives 
must be approved by the wedding coordinator 

· Weddings on a holiday weekend must be  
approved by the officiating minister 

· No wedding will be scheduled more than 12 
months in advance 

· The couple is responsible for any damages 
· The facility is to be left as found, with the  

exception of routine custodial issues 
· The church is not responsible for personal 

property of the wedding party or guests 
 
Rehearsal 
· Will begin promptly at the scheduled time— 

all wedding party members should arrive 15 
minutes prior to the start time 

· Please allow 90 minutes for the rehearsal 
· All music and/or readings need to be prepared 

and brought to the rehearsal 
· Clothing, programs, and decorations may be 

brought to the church the night of the rehearsal 
· Marriage license needs to brought to rehearsal 



Flowers and Candles 
· The communion table needs to be covered with 

the church’s plexiglass sheet before decorating 
with flowers 

· Vases are not to be placed on any wood surface 
without protection 

· The church has available a pair of 4-foot tall 
candlesticks and a pair of 5-foot, seven-candle, 
brass and walnut candelabras (additional fee) 

 
Photography 
· No flash pictures by commercial photographer, 

family, or guests are taken during the cere-
mony 

· Video taping may be done from the balcony or 
as coordinated and approved by ECC ministers 

 
Wedding Music 
· There is a piano and a pipe organ available in 

the sanctuary 
· Only ECC approved organists are allowed to 

be used (additional fee) 
· Vocalists should have a copy of their music  

(in the correct key) for the accompanist 
· Pre-recorded music on CD must be of original 

quality 
· All music for the wedding will be approved by 

the officiating minister 
 
Sound Technician 
· Takes care of sound equipment and micro-

phones 
· Needs to be advised of any special instructions

1. Call or meet with an ECC minister to schedule 
dates for your rehearsal, wedding and pre-
marital sessions. Church office hours are  
8 a.m.– 4 p.m., Monday through Friday.  
 

2. After confirmation of your wedding date, sub-
mit a completed registration form and deposit. 
 

3. Contact the wedding coordinator and organist 
(if applicable) to discuss the details of your 
ceremony (contact information will be pro-
vided by the church office).  
 

4. Complete your final payment 30 days prior to 
your wedding. 

Scheduling Procedures 

A $100 deposit is required to schedule a wedding 
with the church. The deposit can only be accepted 
after a registration form has been completed and 
an ECC minister has approved the wedding date.  
This is a non-refundable deposit that will be  
applied to the total fee. All other fees must be paid 
in full 30 days prior to the wedding or the wed-
ding will be removed from the church calendar.

Balance - due 30 days before wedding 

Payment Procedures 

Wedding Coordinator 
· Will meet with the couple ahead of the wed-

ding day to discuss details of ceremony 
· Is responsible for overseeing the set-up and  

final preparations on the day of the wedding  
· Will direct the wedding rehearsal 
· Will lock and unlock the church on the wed-

ding day 
· Will direct ushers and wedding party to ensure 

the wedding runs smoothly 
 
Sanctuary 
We remind you that our Sanctuary is a very sacred 
place. It comfortably seats 200 guests, and it is  
furnished with rare and beautiful walnut pews, 
therefore: 
· All decorations will be approved by the wed-

ding coordinator. 
· No flowers or decorations may be attached to 

the pews with tacks, tape, or anything that will 
damage the wood. 

· Couple required to inform florist of restrictions 
· The chancel furniture in the front of the sanctu-

ary is not to be moved. 
· The Christian and American flags are not to be 

moved. 
· No food or drinks are allowed in the sanctuary 

at any time. 
· Our sanctuary does not accommodate aisle 

runners.
